Treasurer’s Report:

Ryan Copple stated the delinquent accounts
need to be tracked carefully and to pursue legal action as soon as possible. Further
details will be sent to the Board. Currently the Association expenses are within budget
parameters. The change from National City Bank for the operating account has been
made to Anchor Bank.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Reports were heard from the following committees:

Architectural Review - A request to install a fence was approved. Another
Owner installed a hammock and drilled into a common area tree. The Owner was
notified to remove hammock from tree and is being billed from treatment of the tree.




Social - Activities are being discussed for possible future Community Events. Lisa
Sahnger requested members to volunteer to help on the Social Committee. Roger Dean
Stadium will be contacted for a possible night out at the ballpark. A pot luck meal was
also suggested.

Community Center Rentals - A Graduation Party is scheduled for May 17.

Landscape - The landscape overall is in very good condition. = Replacement
material has been installed in many locations. Continued reviews will be conducted for
needed work.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
Pressure cleaning of the sidewalks and curbs was completed.

The lights at the aerator were repaired and will be monitored to determine if water is
leaking into the lights.

NEW BUSINESS:

Litter and Trash is accumulating around the property. A motion was made by Louis
Rizzo to hire someone to do a once through cleaning of the community at a cost not to
exceed $150.00. Andrea Northrop seconded and the motion passed 5 -0. Management
will handle this clean up.

Alligator Sighting - An alligator was again spotted in the pond at Military Trail. The
agency was notified and trappers were sent out. It is unknown if the gator was located.
Signs will be placed on both water locations to notify residents not to fish and be aware
of alligators being present.

Battle of the Neighborhoods - An Abacoa Community Wide Event is planned for May
31 & June 1. This event is being sponsored by Bristol Management for all Abacoa
Communities. There will be a 5K run, tennis tournament and golf tournament in
addition to a special event night at Roger Dean Stadium. Residents are encouraged to
participate.

The bathroom lights are lit every night all night. A work order will be issued to have
these lights put on timers.
